Notice is hereby given to the qualified
electors of the District that a bond election has been called and will be held on May 9, 2023, for the
purpose of submitting to the qualified electors of the District the following proposition:

Shall the following be adopted?

Shall Unified School District No. 382; Pratt County, Kansas (Pratt) (the “District”) be
authorized to issue general obligation bonds in an amount not to exceed $16,600,000 (the
“Bonds™) to pay the costs to: (a) construct, furnish and equip improvements and
renovations to District Facilities, including interior and exterior improvements, new
windows, roof improvements at the ACE building; (b) construct, furnish and equip
improvements and renovations to Southwest Elementary School, including new
classrooms, interior improvements, storm shelter and secured entry improvements, and
transportation improvements; (c) construct, furnish and equip a transportation
maintenance facility; (d) make all other necessary improvements appurtenant thersto
(collectively the “Project™); and (e) pay costs of issuance and interest on the Bonds
during construction of the Project, all pursuant to the provisions of K.S.A. 10 101 ez seq.,
K.S.A. 25-2018(), K.S.A. 72-5457, and K.S.A. 72 5458 et seq.?
